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General Regulations

The officers and directors shall have charge over the general operation of the Fair and may delegate authority as they see fit in the various departments.

Competitive Exhibits
The Association reserves the right to reject or refuse any entry.
IMPORTANT NOTICE: OPEN CLASS ENTRIES positively close the first Friday in August at 5:00 P.M. Positively no entries will be accepted
after these closing dates. (NO EXHIBITOR CAMPING ON FAIRGROUNDS, except Fair Staff).

The Secretary shall have charge of all competitive exhibits, receiving the entries, sending out the attendants and judges in the various departments and
computing of the premiums earned by the exhibitors and the mailing out of the premium checks. Every precaution will be taken for the proper care and
safekeeping of all exhibits, however, the exhibits are brought to the Fair at the risk of the owners, and the Society will not be responsible for any loss by fire,
theft or otherwise. No exhibits may be removed from the grounds before the prescribed time unless the permission of the Secretary is first received.

Commercial Exhibits and Concessions
The Secretary shall have full charge of all commercial exhibits and concessions. It shall be the Secretary’s duty to allot locations, collect rentals, etc.

Ticket Sales, Gates and Grandstand
The Treasurer shall have full charge of all ticket sales, both gate and grandstand, the placing of competent attendants on all gates. The Treasurer shall
also have full charge over all grandstand attendants. Grandstand tickets available at Fair Office from July 5th until performance.

EXHIBITORS

All exhibitors must purchase an exhibitor's ticket at the cost of $6.00, which allows them admission to the grounds during Fair week. All Antique Engine
and Farm Implement Exhibitors need an exhibitor’s ticket. Tickets may be picked up Sunday, 12:00 Noon to 6.00 P.M. or Monday, 9.00A.M. to 12 Noon. All
exhibits must be on the grounds by Noon on Monday of fair week, EXCEPT Livestock as follows:

All Open Swine, Sheep, Poultry and Beef may be brought to the Fairgrounds from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. on Monday of Fair week. Empire State Meat
Goats from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. on Monday and 8:00 a.m. to Noon on Tuesday. Open Dairy Cattle from 2:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m. on Wednesday and 8:00
a.m. to 9:30 am. on Thursday. Open Rabbits until start of show on Sunday. HEALTH AND REGISTRATION PAPERS MUST ACCOMPANY YOUR
ANIMALS UPON ARRIVAL. ANIMALS CANNOT BE UNLOADED WITHOUT THEM.

All Open Swine, Sheep, Poultry and Beef will be released Sunday of Fair week at Noon. Empire State Meat Goats will be released following the meat
goat show on Tuesday. Open Dairy Cattle will be released following the diary show on Thursday. Horses due in before races and before horse shows with
current E.I.A. test papers. THIS RULE WILL BE RIGIDLY ENFORCED! Mail will be held at the Secretary's office for them until they call for it. Any mail still
in the hands of the Secretary at the close of the Fair, will be returned to the post office. POSITIVELY NO EXHIBITS IN EXHIBIT HALL RELEASED
BEFORE 7:00 P.M., SUNDAY, LAST DAY OF FAIR.

RULES
1. Sale or distribution of any merchandise, including printed or written material, except under License issued by the Steuben County Agricultural Society
and/or from a duly licensed location shall be prohibited.
2. NOBICYCLES or SKATE BOARDS.
3. NO SMOKING is permitted in any barn and/or exhibition building.
4. NO DOGS, or other pets, except Seeing Eye and demonstration or exhibit dogs are permitted on the Fairgrounds unless registered at the Secretary's
office.
5. Any Environmental Disasters (spills, etc.), clean-ups and cost are the responsibility of the individual at fault.
¢ Violation of any of the above rules will subject the violator to ejection from the fairgrounds and/or arrest and fine (as per 51409 of the State of New
York).
o Exhibitors may not sell goods at the Fair without first receiving a license from the Secretary, nor will they be allowed to call attention to their exhibits, in
any objectionable manner. Placecards may be placed on exhibits by their owners only upon the consent of the Secretary.
e Premium award ribbons and stickers must be displayed on all prize-winning exhibits at all times.
o First bedding and stalls will be furnished free for horses, cattle, swine and sheep. Straw will be available for purchase on the grounds.
e Send your entry list to the Secretary as early as possible so that we may avoid a last minute rush in the Office. A great deal of clerical work is required
to get all entries properly tabulated prior to the Fair. In the event that the number of entries received is such that it will take up the full space available
before the closing date for the entries, the Society reserves the right to refuse to accept additional entries.
o All registration papers must be available upon arrival to be checked.
¢ All exhibits must be the bona-fide property of the person making the exhibit and must have been owned by the exhibitor for at least 30 days prior to the
opening of the Fair.

CLOSING DATES FOR ENTRIES
All entries in all departments close at 5:00 P.M. on the first Friday in August. Our books will be closed at the time and it will be impossible to make
changes after that time. THERE WILL BE NO REFUND OF ENTRY FEES. Positively No Entries Accepted After These Dates!
SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS
e HEALTH CERTIFICATES ON ALL LIVESTOCK WILL BE KEPT WITH ANIMAL UNTIL VETERINARIAN CHECKS THEM.
e Address all inquiries concerning entries or exhibits to: SECRETARY, 15 East Washington Street, Bath, New York 14810.
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o No supply wagon or truck will be admitted to the grounds any day of the Fair after 10 A.M. Each supply truck or car will be required to purchase the
necessary tickets for driver and car, either a special weekly permit or daily ticket. Delivery trucks entering only one time will be required to purchase a daily
pass for vehicle and driver.

JUDGES -Expert Judges In All Departments

No person selected as a judge can act in any section in which any entries are made in which he or she has either direct or indirect interest. The judges
will meet at the Secretary's office thirty minutes before the time appointed for them to make their examinations, to receive their books, and as soon as possible
will complete their duties and report to the Secretary. They must not award a premium to an exhibit which is not decidedly meritous, and must pass
unexamined all exhibits to which proper entry cards are not attached, and where only one entry has been made for a prize, it should be awarded first or second,
or they should give it no prize, as in their opinion it shall deserve. They must exclude from competition any person who in any way, either in person or by his
servants, agents or otherwise, interferes with them during their adjudication or shows any disrespect to them, or in any way has violated anyone of the rules
and as they may desire in enabling them to find and properly examine exhibits.

PREMIUM AWARDS
All exhibits which are awarded premiums will be designated by having either a ribbon or sticker attached to the exhibit showing the award given the exhibit
by the judge. All premium awards will be paid according to the award as set forth in the judges book and the ribbons and stickers which are placed on the
exhibit are for information purposes only.

Should stormy weather or an unexpected event occur at the Fair to reduce the net receipts below the requirement for premiums, the Board of Directors
reserves the right to pay premiums on a prorated basis after all expenses have been paid. Premiums may also be affected by lack of state funding.

The cash prizes will be remitted by check (where the post office address has been given by the exhibitor) about September 10th, and the exhibitors not
receiving them by September 20th, should at once advise the Secretary. Notice of errors, or claims of shortage in payment of the premiums, must be made to
the Secretary of the Society on or before October 1st following the Fair. After that date the Society reserves the right to decline to make corrections or adjust
errors.

NOTE: ALL CHECKS NOT PRESENTED FOR PAYMENT WITHIN 30 DAYS WILL BE FORFEITED AND NOT PAYABLE.

Forfeiture of Premiums
Premiums will be paid according to the decision of the judges as recorded in the judges' books.
In all cases where, before prizes are actually paid. If it shall be made to appear to any member of the Board of Directors that these rules and regulations
have not in all things been complied with, then the prizes so obtained through such violation shall not be paid until the Executive Committee shall so order.

Appeals
Appeals to the Board of Directors from the awards of the judges are only allowed in regular sections and only in cases where bias is shown on the part of
the judges, and all appeals must be presented to the Secretary in writing before 10.00 A.M. of the fourth day and be accompanied by a fee of $5.00. If appeal
is sustained, money will be refunded, otherwise it goes to the Society.

Ribbons/Rosettes
Due to the increase cost, ribbons and rosettes will only be given out if requested. If you receive a ribbon or rosette and do not wish to keep it, please
return it to the building superintendent or to the Fair office.

STATE OF NEW YORK DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE AND MARKETS PART 350
STANDARDS FOR CONDUCT OF FAIRS
(Statutory authority: Agriculture and Markets Law Section 287)

SEC.

350.1 Entry fees maximums.

350.2 No fee for 4-H, F.F.A., junior fair or school dept. exhibits
350.3 Prompt, full payment of premiums.

350.4 No premium for unworthy exhibit.

350.5 Premium amount to attract well-balanced exhibits.
350.6 No exhibits by judges in departments they oversee.
350.7 Exhibits to be plainly labeled.

350.8 Re-exhibition in domestic dept.

350.9 Ownership of exhibits entered in fairs and shows.
350.10 Rejection or refusal of an exhibit.

350.11 Compliance with an enforcement of livestock health requirements.

Section 350.1 Entry fees maximums. Entry fees shall not exceed 10 percent of first premium, except in poultry departments, where a flat fee of $.50 per
entry. However, a flat charge of two dollars per entry will be made in the cattle department. Any deviation from this standard must receive the approval of the
commissioner.
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Section 350.2 No fee for 4-H, F.F.A., Junior fair or school department exhibits. No entry fee shall be charged for 4-H Club, F.F.A. and Junior Fair exhibits
entered for competition in their own classes, or for entries in the school department.

Section 350.3 Prompt, full payment of premiums. All premiums advertised and awarded must be paid promptly and in full, without deduction in the guise
of donations or otherwise, not-withstanding any statement to the contrary or in modification thereof announced or stated in the premium book.

Should stormy weather or an unexpected event occur at the Fair to reduce the net receipts below the requirement for premiums, the Board of Directors
reserves the right to pay premiums on a prorated basis after all expenses have been paid.

Section 350.4 No premium for unworthy exhibit. No premium should be awarded by any judge or paid by any society for an unworthy exhibit.

Section 350.5 Premium amount to attract well-balanced exhibits. The amount of premium offered in the various departments should be such as to
secure well-balanced exhibits, in the light of the types of agriculture carried on in the territory served by the fair.

Section 350.6 No exhibits by judges in departments they oversee. No judge shall be permitted to enter exhibits in competition for premiums in the
department with which they are connected.

Section 350.7 Exhibits to be plainly labeled. All exhibits must be plainly labeled so that the full significance of the exhibits will be made clear.

Section 350.8 Re-exhibition in domestic department. No article shall be permitted to be exhibited in the domestic department if it has been previously
exhibited therein, unless, by official action of the board of directors of any fair society, an exception is made to this requirement.

Section 350.9 Ownership of exhibits entered in fairs and shows. (a) All exhibits shall be entered in the name of the exhibit owner; provided, however, that
any animal exhibit entered in a youth fair, youth exhibition, or 4-H show or exhibition may be entered in the name of the exhibitor. (b) Exhibits shall have been
owned by the exhibitor for a period of at least 30 days prior to entry of the exhibit; provided, however, that any animal exhibit entered in a youth fair, youth
exhibition or 4-H show or exhibition shall have been in the care of the exhibitor for a period of at least 60 days prior to entry of the exhibit. (c) Proof of
ownership of any exhibit shall be provided by the exhibitor, upon request, to the fair sponsor. (d) The fair sponsor may limit the number of breeds shown by
any exhibitor.

Section 350.10 Rejection or refusal of an exhibit. Any fair society, through the Secretary or Animal Superintendant, shall reserve the right to reject, or
refuse and to order the removal of any exhibit which, in the opinion of its board of directors, is not eligible or worthy of showing or has not met the livestock
health requirements.

Section 350.11 Compliance with and enforcement of livestock health requirements. Each fair or exposition which receives money from the State
pursuant to Article 24 of the Agriculture and Markets Law shall comply with and enforce the livestock health requirements set forth in Part 351 of this chapter.

Fair Inspection Procedures
County fair officials are responsible for reviewing all certificates of veterinary inspection (CVI) for compliance with state regulations and for verifying
individual identification of exhibited animals presented on a valid CVI. (Currently, a CVI is required for cattle, sheep, goats, swine, deer, llamas, monkeys,
elephants, camels and miscellaneous ruminants.) The county fair official is responsible for rejecting any animal that does not meet the documentation
requirements or is not properly identified. A rejection document must be issued for all rejections. The county fair official must sign or stamp all satisfactory
CVI's, indicate the date inspected and check off animals that are present at the fair.

Division of Animal Industry (DAI) veterinarians and veterinary technicians are responsible for conducting an animal health inspection of all animals at the
fair with the exception of horses (see below). The initial inspection will be conducted at or shortly after the arrival of the animals. Specific animal arrival and
inspection schedules must be established and adhered to.

Daily walk-through inspections will be conducted by DAI personnel. Fair officials are responsible for bringing any animal health concerns to the attention
of the DA veterinarian or technician.

Horse show personnel are responsible for reviewing EIA and rabies vaccination documentation for all horses entering the grounds for compliance with
current regulations. The horse show report supplied by DAI must be completed and returned to DAI personnel. Any equine health concerns must be reported
to DAI personnel.

NOTE: State Fair Procedures, CVI and animal health inspections will be conducted by DAI personnel. All horses will be inspected at the horse check
station. State Fair personnel are required to assist the veterinarian and veterinary technician as requested to facilitate the inspections.

Animal Health Rejections
All animal rejections for health reasons must be made by the DAI veterinarian. Suspicion of communicable disease is adequate grounds for rejection.
Confirmed diagnosis is not required since timely removal of suspicious animals is necessary to protect the remaining animals. All decisions are final. Fair
personnel will be notified of all rejections and are responsible for removal of the animals from the grounds immediately. The State Veterinarian retains the
authority to order the removal of all animals originating from the same premises when a potentially serious communicable disease is suspected in any animals
in the group. Vesicular diseases are of particular concern. Animals listed on the same CVI or originating from the same address are assumed to be from the
same premises.

General Prohibitions and Requirements
e No person shall bring or have present an animal on the fairgrounds during a fair which is not qualified under NYS regulations.

e No person shall present an interstate or intrastate certificate of veterinary inspection that has been altered by anyone other than the issuing veterinarian or an authorized
agent.

Animals demonstrating clinical signs or other evidence of infectious, contagious or communicable diseases shall not be allowed on the fairgrounds during a fair.
Representatives of the Commissioner may deny admission to or require removal from the fair premises, or require the segregation of any animal showing signs of or
exposed to any infectious, contagious or communicable disease.

Note: The fair board of directors has the authority to reject unworthy or unsightly exhibits for reasons other than infectious, contagious or communicable disease (Part
350.10). The state veterinarian or animal health inspector will bring questionable exhibits to the attention of the fair board.

All animals presented that originate from a location other than New York shall meet all New York State importation regulations appropriate to the species in addition to
the fair animal health requirements.

Certificates of Veterinary Inspection (CVI)

Cattle, sheep, goats, swine, llamas, deer, monkeys, misc. ruminants, camels and elephants require a valid CVI to enter the fairgrounds.

The CVI must be issued by an accredited veterinarian.

All animals must be uniquely identified. All manmade ID must be recorded. Refer to Animal Identification section below for more information.

The type and duration of certificate required depends on the origin of the livestock.

New York Origin Livestock:

o A valid intrastate CVI (Al 61) is required.

o Each animal must be individually identified on the CVI.

e The CVI must be issued on or after May 1 of the current year.

Out of State Origin Livestock:

o All animals entering New York State must satisfy import health and test requirements for that species and be accompanied by a valid interstate CVI.

e The interstate CVI is valid for 30 days from the date of issuance. Dur i ng t he fair season (July 1 t hpletimey for
entrance into fairs. The initial entrance into a fair must be within 30 days of issuance. In order for the CVI to be used for a later fair, it must be dated and initialed by a
state official noting the location of the initial fair. A change in health status or eligibility of an animal necessitates the generation of a new CVI.

Animal Ildentification
Animals requiring a CVI must be uniquely identified. Acceptable forms of unique identification include official eartag, registration tattoo, electronic identification or a
sketch or photograph signed and dated by an accredited veterinarian who has inspected the individual animal.
An eartag with a handwritten or printed number that is not unique is not acceptable.
If electronic ID is utilized as the sole form of identification, the exhibitor is responsible for supplying a working electronic reader. If electronic ID cannot be read entry will
be denied.
Acceptable identification allows positive matching of the animal to all accompanying documents including papers with laboratory test results and vaccination statements.
Horse sketches and descriptions should reference color pattern, hair whorls, chestnuts, scars and other markers.
Llama and alpaca drawings must positively identify the individual animal.
A name or a statement of color without additional distinguishing features or man made identification is not acceptable identification.
USDA approved scrapie identification is required for all sheep and goats.

Rabies Vaccination
Current rabies vaccination is required for all species for which there is a USDA licensed vaccine available (cattle, horses, sheep, dog, cat, ferret) and that are 105 days or
older on the date of admission to the fair.
An animal is currently vaccinated beginning 14 days following primary (initial) vaccination continuing for the period stated inthemanuf act ur er 6 s i ns
Rabies vaccine label instructions allow vaccination as early as 84 days of age. This allows a one week window between 84 and 91 days of age (105 minus 14 days) where
vaccine can be administered to meet the 105 day requirement.
If an animal reaches the minimum age for rabies vaccination during the fair season, the vaccination requirement must be met even if the animal was previously admitted to
a fair when too young to vaccinate.
Note: Individual fairs can require animals for which there is no approved rabies vaccine to be currently vaccinated for rabies. The requirements outlined above would
apply. The fair is responsible for notifying exhibitors. The New York State Fair requires rabies vaccination for all livestock species entering the grounds as well as all
other mammalian species that have direct contact with the public.

Acceptable Proof of Rabies Vaccination
Acceptable proof of rabies vaccination must include a signed written statement from the attending veterinarian or a valid certificate of veterinary inspection that has the
vaccination listed and is signed by the attending veterinarian.
Acceptable proof of vaccination must include the name of the product used, the date of administration and the duration of immunity if longer than one year.
If the statement of rabies vaccination is included on an EIA test record, it must be signed separately in addition to the required EIA test record signature.
NOTE: Rabies titers are not acceptable proof of rabies protection and cannot be used to meet entry requirements.
Acceptable proof of vaccination for dogs is a valid vaccination certificate or a copy of the dog license that contains the rabies vaccination information.

BVD-PI Testing

All cattle and new world camelids (llamas, alpacas, guanacos and vicunas) exhibited at NY county fairs or the State Fair must be negative to an approved test appropriate
to detect Bovine Viral Diarrhea persistent infection (BVD-PI). This is a once in a lifetime test that must be reported on the required certificate of veterinary inspection.
The issuing veterinarian is responsible for verifying the validity of the test, the identification of the animal and recording the test date on the CVI. If a previous test is not
verifiable the test must be repeated.

Cleaning and Disinfection
o All buildings on the fairgrounds housing animals must be cleaned and disinfected prior to the opening of the fair and between groups of animals when housing is rotated
(Section 50.2 of Agriculture and Market regulations).

Kidding and Lambing
o Due to the concern about the spread of scrapie, any sheep or goats that are exhibited at a county fair that have recently given birth or have a vaginal discharge, will be
ordered removed along with their offspring.
o The causative agent for scrapie may be present in high concentration in fluids associated with birth and the risk of transmission is considered highest at that time.

Commingling of Sheep and Cattle

o Due to the potential spread of malignant catarrhal fever from sheep to cattle, it is recommended that cattle be kept separate from sheep.

Commingling of Swine and Poultry

o Due to the potential spread of influenza viruses it is recommended that swine and poultry be housed in separate locations.

Isolation on Returning Home
o The owner or custodian shall keep show animals biologically separate from the herd or flock for a period of at least two weeks after returning to the premises of origin.

Individual Species Requirements / Horses

o Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) is not required for New York origin horses. CV1 is required for imported horses.

o Negative Equine Infectious Anemia (EIA) test is required for all horses 6 months of age or older. The horse must be accompanied by a valid negative EIA test record. The
test must have been conducted during the current or previous calendar years for New York origin horses. For imported horses, the test must be conducted within 12
months of entry.

o The EIA test certificate must include a complete description of the horse.

o Current rabies vaccination is required for all horses 105 days of age or older (see above).

o Current rabies vaccination is required for all cattle 105 days of age or older (see above).

o All cattle must be currently vaccinated against bovine respiratory disease complex including bovine respiratory syncytial virus, bovine virus diarrhea, infectious bovine

INTERSTATE HEALTH REQUIREMENTS FOR FAIR ANIMALS

This document is a supplement to the Animal Health Requirements published for animals exhibited at New York State county fairs and the State Fair. Its purpose is to
summarize the import requirements that must be met for livestock entering New York destined for fairs. Note that individual county fairs may require rabies vaccination in
species not required by the state. Contact the specific fair for their requirements. Further assistance can be obtained by contacting the Division of Animal Industry (DAI) at
518-457-3502 or your State Veterinarian's office.

CERTIFICATE OF VETERINARY INSPECTION (CVI)

A CVI is required for all animals moving interstate. Note that interstate CVI's must be issued by an accredited veterinarian and countersigned by the State Veterinarian in the
state of origin. The interstate CVI is valid for 30 days from the date of issuance. During the fair season, from July 1 through Labor Day, Interstate CVI's can be used
multiple times as long as the initial entrance to a fair in NY is within 30 days of issuance and the CVI is initialed by a state official. All documentation must accompany the
animals. Animals not meeting the interstate and/or fair requirements will not be allowed on the grounds. Individual ID is required on all animals. Animals with incomplete
or illegible ID will be rejected. Where rabies vaccination is required, the information can be included on the health certificate.

HORSES
Horses 6 months of age or older must test negative for equine infectious anemia. The test must be conducted within 12 months of the day of entry. The horse must be clearly
and completely identified. Rabies vaccination is required for all horses over 105 days of age.

CATTLE

Cattle from the neighboring states of New England, New Jersey, Ohio and Pennsylvania can enter with CVI only. No tests are required. For information on other states,
please contact DAI at 518-457-3971. Vaccination for rabies and the bovine respiratory disease complex is required. Cattle from all states must be test negative for BVD-PI
with results noted on the CVI.

SHEEP

Sheep can enter with CVI only. No tests are required. All sheep must be identified by a USDA approved tag, a USDA approved flock tattoo, or electronic ID if the sheep is
enrolled in the Scrapie Flock Certification Program. The veterinary statement concerning the flock inspection is required. Rabies vaccination is required for all sheep over
105 days of age.

GOATS
Goats can enter with CVI only. No tests are required. The veterinary statement concerning the flock inspection is required. All goats must be identified by a USDA
approved tag, legible registration tattoo (with registration papers), a USDA approved herd tattoo, or electronic ID if enrolled in the Scrapie Flock Certification Program.

SWINE
Swine can enter with CVI only. No tests are required with the exception of swine from Texas, which must have a negative brucellosis test. Standard ear notching is
acceptable 1D for swine.

LLAMAS/ALPACAS/GUANACOS/VICUNAS(NEW WORLD CAMELIDS)
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New world camelids attending a New York county or state fair must be accompanied by a CVI with animals individually identified. They must be test negative for BVD-PI
with results noted on the CVI.

DEER (CERVIDAE)

Deer must meet the Federal interstate requirements for tuberculosis testing (be from an accredited or qualified herd). Brucellosis testing is required for deer greater than six
months of age. A written permit issued by the Division of Animal Industry is required in advance. For complete information, please contact the Division of Animal Industry
at 518-457-3971.

BIRDS

Out of state poultry must be accompanied by the NPIP flock certificate if the flock is NPIP certified. Otherwise a CVI is required. Poultry, with the exception of doves,
pigeons and waterfowl, must test negative for pullorum within 30 days of importation if not from an NPIP Pullorum-Typhoid Clean Flock. Other birds must be accompanied
by a CVI. For more information, contact DAI at 518-457-3971.

MONKEYS
CVI plus negative TB test within 12 months of exhibition is required.

ELEPHANTS
CVI plus evidence of current USDA Exhibitor's License.

An affadavit setting forth such facts may be demanded by the
Superintendent or Judge.

All fruits must be plainly labeled with the variety name by the exhibitor.

A variety of fruit means such as are listed by the American Pomological Society. Others are classed as seedlings.

The same specimens may be entered in one class only and for one prize only.

A plate of fruit in all plate exhibits, including collections, shall consist of the following number of specimens: apples (3); pears (3); peaches (3); quinces (3); plums
(5); crabapples (5); grapes (2 full clusters).

Any 9" plate or package of fruit shall consist of one variety only.

JUDGING

Prizes will not be awarded for exhibits that are unworthy.

When an exhibit is not labeled with correct name of variety or varieties, it is disqualified. If one or more specimens in any plate are not as labeled, the whole exhibit
is disqualified.

Collections will be judged upon excellence of the varieties for the purpose intended as well as for quality of fruit. Varieties which are known to be inferior will be
discounted.

In placing awards, the Judge will be guided by the following standard of excellence and exhibitors would do well to select their fruit on the same basis:
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(@ FREEDOM FROM BLEMISH. Show fruit should be absolutely free from marks of fungus or physiological trouble, including stippin and water-core, insect
injuries of all kinds, and mechanical injury such as loss of stem, burn, russet, limb rub and bruises.

(b) COLOR. All specimens in an entry should be of a uniform color. With red apples the more color the better, provided it is to be used as typical for the variety.
In yellow or green apples the color should be clear and even all over.

(c) SIZE. The specimens in any one plate or exhibit should be uniform in size and of the size that is most acceptable on the market for the variety.

(d) FORM. The shape and conformation of the apples in any one plate should be uniform in shape.

(e) CONDITION. This refers to the degree of ripeness. An apple to be in perfect condition should be mature and firm for the variety.

UNIFORMITY is not listed as a separate item, but is considered under each of the headings, color, size and form. Uniformity refers to exact resemblance in color,

size and form the specimens making up a plate or exhibit.
